Rich-poor health gap 'widening' in UK. July 2010

The National Audit Office (NAO) from the NHS says that the gap in life expectancy between those who “have” and those who “have not” has widened in the last 13 years. Life expectancy is 77.9 years for men and 82 years for women but in poor areas it falls to 75.8 and 80.4 years. The NAO is calling for more investment in health prevention, mainly in smoking reduction and healthy eating.
